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HB 1030 by Rep. Jim Sullivan (R-Larkspur)/Sen. Suzanne Williams (D-Aurora) would give the state the power to set uniform tolls on private toll roads that cross more than one county. The measure would clear the way for the 210-mile, high-speed "super slab" project that would bypass major Front Range communities, going from Wellington to Pueblo. Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Transportation Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 62-3 by the 

House on Third Reading on 2/8.

HB 1035 by Rep. Dale Hall (R-Greeley)/Sen. Suzanne Williams (D-Aurora) would allow local law

enforcement agencies to post the names of registered sex offenders on their web sites by eliminating the current “need to know” restriction on public access to registered sex offenders. Awaiting Second Reading in the Senate. Previously, amended version had been passed 10-0 by the Senate Judiciary Committee on 2/21 and had been passed 60-3 by the House on Third Reading on 2/8.

HB 1042 by Rep. Betty Boyd (D-Lakewood)/Sen. Jennifer Veiga (D-Denver) would require doctors to notify rape victims that a “morning after pill” is available in order to prevent an already-existing pregnancy. Doctors who refuse to dispense the pill based on religious or moral grounds would be required to refer the victim to a pharmacy. Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Committee on Health and Human Services. Previously, amended version had been passed 46-19 by the House on Third Reading on 1/31. (Note: on Second Reading in the House a committee of whole amendment failed 27-36 that would have exempted a health care facility which objects to emergency contraception on the basis of religious or moral beliefs.)

HB 1050 by Rep. Michael Garcia (D-Aurora) would allow certain employers to retain 50 percent of their employees’ state income tax as an incentive to create new jobs. Awaiting a hearing in the House Appropriations Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 10-2 by the House Finance Committee on 2/24.

HB 1059 by Rep. Buffie McFadyen (D-Pueblo)/Sen. Jennifer Veiga (D-Denver) would legalize junk faxes from nonprofit groups and from companies with whom the recipient has an "existing business relationship." Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Business, Labor and Technology Committee. Previously, had been passed 64-0 by the House on Third Reading on 1/31.

HB 1061 by Rep. Michael Merrifield (D-Manitou Springs)/Sen. Lew Entz (R-Hooper) would expand tenant rights by reducing the maximum time a landlord may hold a security deposit, prohibiting property owners from refusing to rent to smokers and pet owners, reducing the maximum late fee imposed for late rents and requiring that eviction notices be written with specific instructions. Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Local Government Committee. Previously, had been passed 34-29 by the House on Third Reading on 2/16.

HB 1077 by Rep. Gary Lindstrom (D-Breckenridge)/Sen. Steve Johnson (R-Fort Collins) aims to curb underage drinking by requiring sellers of beer kegs to record certain buyer identification at the time of sale and attaching a tag with the buyer’s identification number to each keg. Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Health and Human Services Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 34-29 by the House on the Third Reading on 2/7.

HB 1079 by Rep. Wes McKinley (D-Walsh) would require that visitors entering the Rocky Flats National Wildlife Refuge be warned of certain potential hazards, such as history of the site, health effects of plutonium and other hazardous materials, and wildlife testing results. Awaiting consideration by the House Appropriations Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 7-6 by the House Health and Human Services Committee on 1/31.

HB 1081 by Rep. Ray Rose (R-Montrose) would have required that a motor vehicle title be required for all-terrain vehicles (ATV’s) and snowmobiles. This would applied to new sales and transfers and raised an estimated $5,000 per year in revenues. PI’d 9-2 by the House Transportation and Energy Committee on 2/10.

HB 1107 by Rep. Mark Larson (R-Cortez)/Sen. Suzanne Williams (D-Aurora) would streamline the state's motor-vehicle regulations. Among other things, it would provide free motor vehicle registrations and license plates to Medal of Honor winners. Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Transportation Committee. Previously, had been passed 62-0 by the House on Third Reading on 2/21.

HB 1108 by Rep. Mark Larson (R-Cortez)/Sen. Bob Bacon (D-Fort Collins) would provide increased legal protections for on-the-job counseling of police officers, fire fighters, emergency medical workers, civilian employees and volunteers. Awaiting a hearing in the Senate Judiciary Committee. Previously, had been passed 60-5 in the House on Third Reading on 2/14.

HB 1109 by Rep. Lynn Hefley (R-Colorado Springs)/Sen. Steve Johnson (R-Fort Collins) would reduce sentencing for juvenile murderers. Instead of the current mandatory life sentence, juvenile murderers would face a minimum of seven years with parole. The bill would not allow courts to increase sentences for juvenile offenders and the offenders would be required to serve a minimum of 50 percent of their sentence before consideration for parole. Awaiting action by the House Judiciary Committee.

HB 1138 by Rep. Jim Riesberg (D-Greeley) would allow a police officer to pull over a vehicle in the event that the driver, front-seat passengers, or children under age six are not wearing proper seat belts. Awaiting a hearing in the House Transportation and Energy Committee. (Feb 12-14) pg. 15 left, (Feb 22) pg. 17 left

HB 1142 by Rep. Gwyn Green (D-Golden)/Sen. Moe Keller (D-Wheat Ridge) would the Colorado

Department of Transportation to fund noise mitigation for highway construction projects located near residential neighborhoods. Awaiting a hearing in the House Appropriations Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 10-1 by the House Transportation and Energy Committee on 2/10.

HB 1171 by Rep. Cheri Jahn (D-Wheat Ridge) would require parents to pay for a neutral “parenting coordinator” in resolving disputes between divorced parents who cannot agree on choices involving their child’s daily life. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed by the House Judiciary Committee on 2/24.

HB 1176 by Rep. Mike Merrifield (D-Manitou Springs)/Sen. Ron Tupa (D-Boulder) would have limited non-cash gifts to public office-holders. Lost on standing vote in the House on Second Reading on 2/25. Previously, amended version had been passed 6-5 by the House State, Veterans and Military Affairs Committee on 2/15.

HB 1177 by Rep. Josh Penry (R-Grand Junction)/Sen. Jim Isgar (D-Hesperus) would create regional roundtables to search for solutions to water shortages. Awaiting a hearing in the House Agriculture, Livestock and Natural Resources Committee.

HB 1183 by Rep. Angela Paccione (D-Fort Collins)/Sen. Dan Grossman (D-Denver) would increase the penalty for distributing alcohol to a minor. Awaiting Third Reading in the House. Previously, amended version was approved on Second Reading in the House on 2/25 and amended version had been passed by the House Judiciary Committee on 2/17.

HB 1194 by House Speaker Andrew Romanoff (D-Denver)/Sen. Steve Johnson (R-Fort Collins) would refer to the voters a measure to solve the state's long-term budget problems. HB 1194 would: 1) reduce the state's income tax rate from 4.63 percent to 4.5 percent starting Jan. 1, 2006; and 2) authorize the state to keep and spend all revenue it collects up to the 1999-2000 spending cap. Awaiting a Second Reading in the House. Previously, had been passed 10-3 by the House Appropriations Committee on 2/4.

HB 1210 by Rep. Bill Berens (R-Broomfield)/Sen. Brandon Shaffer (D-Longmont) would allow a

governmental unit to become part of a library district, upon approval of the district board and voters for which any taxes may imposed as a result. Awaiting a hearing by the Senate Local Government Committee. Previously, had been passed 62-0 by the House on Third Reading on 2/21.

HB 1212 by Rep. Buffie McFadyen (D-Pueblo West)/Sen. Brandon Shaffer (D-Longmont) would have prohibited Colorado’s state prisons from accepting inmates from other states. PI’d 8-2 by the House Judiciary Committee on 2/24.

HB 1218 by Rep. Greg Brophy (R-Wray)/Sen. Ron Tupa (D-Boulder) would allow bicyclists to ride their bikes through crosswalks, use their right hand horizontally to signal a right-hand turn, and ride two abreast as long as it does not impede traffic. Sent to the Senate. Previously, had been passed 41-21 by the House on Third Reading on 2/25.

HB 1223 by Rep. Alice Madden (D-Boulder) would give local municipalities more governing authority over liquor licenses, including whether or not the liquor establishment’s character is consistent with the neighborhood. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 9- 2 by the House Local Government Committee on 2/22.

HB 1224 by Rep. Alice Madden (D-Boulder)/Sen. Dan Grossman (D-Denver) would give the legislature additional oversight over the Colorado Public Utilities Commission. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 7-3 by the House Transportation and Energy Committee on 2/23.

HB 1232 by Rep. Betty Boyd (D-Lakewood)/Sen. Ken Kester (R-Las Animas) would expand Colorado’s earned income tax credit from 10 percent to 20 percent and make it permanent. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 13-0 by the House Finance Committee on 2/17.

HB 1249 by Rep. Rafael Gallegos (D-Antonito)/Sen. Bob Hagedorn (D-Aurora) would have encouraged public schools to require students to take a moment of reflection (60 seconds or less) at the beginning of each school day to contemplate upcoming activities that day. Laid over until May 12, thus killing the bill, on an 8-3 vote by the House Education Committee on 2/17.

HB 1252 by Rep. Tom Massey (R-Poncha Springs) would have required that the state Water

Conservation Board, the state engineer, and a study panel assess the economic, environmental and social impacts of transferring water rights in the Arkansas River Basin. PI'd 6-4 by the House Agriculture, Livestock and Natural Resources Committee on 2/23.

HB 1253 by Rep. Dale Hall (R-Greeley)/Sen. Abel Tapia (D-Pueblo) would provide an income tax credit to companies creating new jobs in the course of opening a new business in Colorado or while relocating or expanding an existing business here. Awaiting consideration by the House Appropriations Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 10-2 by the House Finance Committee on 2/23.

HB 1259 by Rep. Josh Penry (R-Grand Junction)/Sen. Jim Isgar (D-Hesperus) would have established a 13-member task force to make recommendations to the governor on the proper management of roadless areas in national forests. These recommendations would have been forwarded to the National Forest Service. PI’d 6-4 by the House Agriculture, Livestock, and Natural Resources Committee on 2/23.

HB 1260 by Rep. Bill Crane (R-Arvada) would have made it a Class 1 misdemeanor to perform abortions after the fetus is considered viable (the point at which the fetus may be able to survive outside the womb, or roughly 20 weeks). PI’d 6-4 by the House Judiciary Committee on 2/24.

HB 1262 by Rep. Betty Boyd (D-Lakewood)/Sen. Bob Hagedorn (D-Aurora) would earmark revenue from Amendment 35 for various health-related purposes, largely according to a spending plan advocated by the Healthier Colorado Coalition, a group of organizations that place the initiative on last November's ballot. Awaiting a hearing in the House Health and Human Services Committee.

HB 1266 by Rep. Joe Stengel (R-Littleton) would require hunters and fishermen 16 and older to buy a $10 stamp in order to enter wildlife areas throughout the state. Revenue would be used to finance programs such as wildlife migration and habitat improvements. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 7-3 by the House Agriculture, Livestock and Natural Resources Committee on 2/21.

HB 1270 by Rep. Bill Cadman (R-Colorado Springs) would expand the Amber Alert System to include live fetuses (or newborns) which are taken from the womb. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed by the House Judiciary Committee on 2/24.

HB 1271 by Rep. Dave Schultheis/Sen. Doug Lamborn (both R-Colorado Springs) would have prohibited illegal aliens from receiving public benefits other than K-12 education and emergency services. PI’d 6-5 by the House State, Veterans, and Military Affairs Committee on 2/22.

HB 1272 by Rep. Bernie Buescher (D-Grand Junction)/Sen. David Owen (R-Greeley) aims management of the State Fair by transferring over it from the State Fair Board to the Department of Agriculture. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 6-4 by the House Agriculture, Livestock, and Natural Resources Committee 2/21.

HB 1277 by Rep. Tom Massey (R-Poncha Springs) would make it harder to hold landlords responsible for nuisances committed by their tenants. Awaiting a hearing in the House Local Government Committee.

HB 1280 by Rep. Debbie Stafford (R-Aurora)/Sen. Steve Johnson (R-Fort Collins) would create a stricter system of reviewing child deaths in Colorado. Awaiting consideration by the House Appropriations Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 11-1 by the House Health and Human Services Committee on 2/23.

HB 1288 by Rep. Mark Cloer (R-Colorado Springs) would prohibit telemarketers from calling cell phones and would impose a fine on companies who would violate this law. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 12-0 by the House Business Affairs and Labor Committee.

HB 1290 by Rep. John Pommer/Sen. Ron Tupa (both D-Boulder) would extend a tax credit for purchase of hybrid vehicles until 2011 and exempt these vehicles from highway tolls. Awaiting Second Reading in the House. Previously, had been passed 11-0 by the House Finance Committee on 2/24 and amended version had been passed 9-0 by the House Transportation and Energy Committee on 2/23.

HB 1293 by Rep. John Pommer (D-Boulder)/ Sen. Mark Hillman (R-Burlington) would impose a surcharge on Xcel Energy customers in order to fund a program that would reduce emissions of sulfur dioxide. Awaiting action by the House Transportation and Energy Committee.

HB 1298 by Rep. Ted Harvey (R-Colorado Springs)/Sen. Dan Grossman (D-Denver) would create a water conservation district, consisting of certain portions of Douglas and Arapahoe Counties, which would benefit the water flows to those areas that do not rely entirely on water service by Denver. Awaiting a hearing in the House Agriculture, Livestock, and Natural Resources Committee.

SB 1 by Sen. Paula Sandoval (D-Denver)/Rep. Bernie Buescher (D-Grand Junction) would impose a surcharge on energy bills in order to help low-income customers who are unable to pay their energy bills. An "opt-out" mechanism would allow customers to avoid the surcharge. Sent to the House. Previously, amended version had been passed 33-1 by the Senate on Third Reading on 2/25.

SB 21 by Sen. Peter Groff/Rep. Terrance Carroll (both D-Denver) would mandate that employers with at least 10 employees must give up to 40 hours of unpaid leave per academic year to workers so they can attend parent-teacher conferences, school plays, football games and other school activities. Awaiting a hearing in the House Business Affairs and Labor Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 18-17 by the Senate on Third Reading on 2/14.

SB 23 by Sen. Deanna Hanna (D-Lakewood)/Rep. Michael Merrifield (D-Colorado Springs) would require anyone signing a contract that provides services to any state agency to certify that all work will be performed in the United States. Awaiting Second Reading in the Senate. Previously, had been passed 5- 2 by the Senate Business, Labor and Technology Committee on 2/22.

SB 24 Sen. Jim Isgar (D-Hesperus)/Rep. Dianne Hoppe (R-Sterling) would recodify the duties of the state veterinarian and the commissioner of agriculture, allowing them to conduct surveillance, mandate the reporting of livestock with diseases, and allow them to quarantine or condemn livestock. In addition, they would be able to withhold details until a full investigation is completed. Awaiting a hearing in the House Agriculture, Livestock, and Natural Resources Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 32-0 by the Senate on Third Reading on 2/18.

SB 26 by Senate President Joan Fitz-Gerald (D-Golden) would make major changes in Colorado

securities regulation and prosecution, shifting personnel and budget from the Colorado Division of

Securities to the Attorney General's Office. Awaiting consideration by the Senate Appropriations

Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 4-3 by the Senate Business, Labor and Technology Committee. (Feb. 15) pg. 5 top

SB 28 by Sen. Jennifer Veiga (D-Denver)/Rep. Alice Madden (D-Boulder) would make it illegal for

employers and labor organizations to discriminate against individuals based on sexual orientation or “gender variance.” Awaiting consideration by the Senate Appropriations Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 4-3 by the Senate Business, Labor and Technology Committee on 1/25.

SB 52 by Sen. Ed Jones (R-Colorado Springs)/Rep. Morgan Carroll (D-Aurora) would add a voluntary check-off box to income tax forms of which those revenues would benefit the Military Family Relief Fund. Awaiting Second Reading in the Senate. Previously, had been passed 9-0 by the Senate Appropriations Committee on 2/18 and amended version had been passed 6-0 by the Senate State, Military and Veterans Affairs Committee on 1/19.

SB 62 by Jack Taylor (R-Steamboat Springs) would change recreation water rights so that the Water Conservation Board can determine where to divert and boost river flows for recreational users, such as kayakers, swimmers, fishers, and boaters. Awaiting Second Reading in the Senate. Previously, amended version had been passed 4-3 in the Senate Agriculture, Natural Resources and Energy Committee on 2/17.

SB 63 by Sen. Lois Tochtrop (D-Thornton) would restrict local governments' urban-renewal powers by limiting urban renewal authorities to declare which areas are "blighted" and available for redevelopment. Awaiting action in the Senate Local Government Committee.

SB 69 by Sen. Lois Tochtrop (D-Thornton)/Rep. Greg Brophy (R-Wray) would omit individual names when a county publishes job titles and salaries of county employees. Awaiting a hearing in the House Local Government Committee. Previously, had been passed 22-13 by the Senate on Third Reading on 2/14.

SB 80 by Sen. Doug Lamborn (R-Colorado Springs)/Rep. Michael Merrifield (D-Manitou Springs) would require local governments to notify the military of proposed changes in land uses around bases.Awaiting a hearing in the House Local Government Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 35-0 in the Senate on Third Reading on 2/22. Feb 22) pg. 15 top

SB 87 by Sen. Brandon Shaffer (D-Longmont)/Rep. John Witwer (R-Evergreen) is aimed a curbing the outbreak and spread of diseases by authorizing the Department of Health to notify parents when childhood immunizations are due. Awaiting a hearing in the House Health and Human Services Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 25-10 in the Senate on Third Reading on 2/22.

SB 88 by Sen. Brandon Shaffer (D-Longmont)/Rep. Judy Solano (D-Brighton) would require every school district to admit five year olds (currently districts are required to take students age 6-21), and provide kindergarten. Awaiting a hearing in the House Education Committee. Previously, had been passed 24-11 in the Senate on Third Reading on 2/21.

SB 89 by Sen. Deanna Hanna (D-Lakewood)/Rep. Angie Paccione (D-Fort Collins) would prohibit

retailers from raising drug prices in the event of a declared public health emergency, such as in a disease outbreak. Awaiting a hearing in the House Health and Human Services Committee. Previously, amended version had been passed 19-16 in the Senate on Third Reading on 2/22.

SB 100 by Sen. Bob Hagedorn/Rep. Morgan Carroll (both D-Aurora) would prohibit home owner’s

associations from imposing fines on residents based on display of political signs and the American flag, first-responder vehicles parked in the street and xeriscape use. Also, HOAs would be subject to annual audits and be required to submit written reports to each home owner on the financial expenditures of the HOA. Awaiting Third Reading in the Senate. Previously, amended version had been passed by Senate on Second Reading on 2/25 and amended version had been passed 5-2 by the Senate State, Veterans, and Military Affairs Committee on 2/15.

SB 135 by Sen. Mark Hillman (R-Burlington) would prohibit a government agency from making contracts with any law firm, bank, or bond-trading firm prior to taking a bond issue to the voters. PI’d by the Senate State, Verterans, and Military Affairs Committee on 2/14. (Feb. 19) pg. 20 upper right

SB 138 by Sen. Dan Grossman/Rep. Terrance Carroll (both D-Denver) would change various protocol with criminal procedure in the courts. The bill would mandate that when a defendant decides to change lawyers, they also waive confidentiality for the remainder of the trial; would allow in certain circumstances the court to order testimony from a child under age 12 or a developmentally disabled person, as long as they are taken to a private room and there is closed-circuit feed into the courtroom; would admit a victim’s sexual history during trial only and not in preliminary hearings, and permits the questioning of that victim during trial; and would allow law enforcement to take a person who has violated a restraining order to the county in which the order was issued. Awaiting Third Reading in the Senate. Previously, amended version had been passed on Second Reading in the Senate on 2/23 and amended version had been passed 6-0 by the Senate Judiciary Committee on 2/14.

SB 152 by Sen. Jennifer Veiga (D-Denver)/Rep. Cheri Jahn (D-Wheat Ridge) would prohibit local

governments from providing cable television, telecommunications services and high-speed access unless voted upon by the people. Awaiting Second Reading in the Senate. Previously, amended version had been passed 4-2 by the Senate Local Government Committee on 2/17.

SB 175 by Sen. Ed Jones/Rep. Bill Cadman (both R-Colorado Springs) would have made it easier for teachers to opt-out of union deductions from their paychecks. PI’d 4-3 by the Senate Education Committee on 2/16.

SB 182 by Sen. Suzanne Williams (D-Aurora)/Rep. Ann Ragsdale (D-Westminster) would save the Regional Transportation District from damages caused by use of eminent domain cases relating to FasTracks land acquisition, treating rail projects the same as highways. Awaiting a hearing in the House Transportation and Energy Committee. Previously, had been passed 35-0 on Third Reading in the

SB 184 by Sen. Bob Bacon/Rep. Angela Paccione (both D-Fort Collins) would have prohibited hospitals from denying clinical privileges to physicians who have a financial interest in a competing facility. PI’d by the Senate Health and Human Services Committee on 2/18.
